Shenandoah Christian Music Camp

In an attempt to meet a growing awareness of the need for musical training, Shenandoah 
Christian Music Camp is offering a certification program. A Basic Certificate will provide course 
work to prepare adults to function at a basic level of musical competence. A Standard Certificate 
will begin to lay a foundation for students to serve in their home community as song leaders, 
choir directors, or music teachers. It will also be helpful simply for personal development. These 
certificates are based on participation; no additional testing will be required.
